LOCAL ENTREPRENEUR, GLENN MAREK, PASSES AWAY
Richard Glenn Marek, founder of The Alley stores, passed away on August 24 at age 77. 
Richard built his career at J.C. Penney Co., starting as a floor manager at the Seattle

store 1961, and became the assistant manager of the Stockton, CA, store in 1965.
By 1968, Richard was J.C. Penney Co.’s metro district manager for the San Francisco

bay area, and moved on to become the store manager in Palm Springs in 1972. 
When the Palm Springs store stopped carrying merchandise like gifts, lamps, pillows

and decorative accessories, Richard saw an opportunity for a specialty store that would
feature home décor and gift items. He opened his first store at the Palm Springs Mall in
1975. The Alley’s original site was formerly a mini-mall with only two stores remaining,
so Richard put fronts on each space and featured a different category of merchandise in
each space – which is how The Alley got its name.

The Alley eventually moved to North Palm Canyon, and Richard set his sights
on expanding. Over the next three decades, new locations opened in Newport Beach,
Moreno Valley, Palm Desert, Riverside, Temecula, Chino, Rancho Cucamonga, and
most recently, The Alley’s largest addition in West Indio. 

Richard is survived by his wife of 54 years, Marie Marek; son William Marek; 
daughter Elizabeth Posert; and grandchildren Grant, John, Richard and Kate. 
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
